Previous Meeting Minutes: Minutes read and accepted as read. 

Old Business: 

1. The date/time/place for the annual Club Banquet has been confirmed. The time has been changed to 5:00 PM to allow plenty of time for dinner, awards, auction, fun, etc. The banquet will be held at Outback Steakhouse, 1255 Fordham Drive, Virginia Beach (Kempsville) on Saturday, January 28th. Members can bring a minimum of 3 wrapped gifts (2 real and 1 gag gifts) for the auction. Please mark gifts for male or female as applicable. If you know of someone in the club who deserves a “special” award, please put it together and bring it with you.

2. Lake Gaston Tournament reservations have been confirmed by Perry. We will have 3 houses:

Waterfront House #5----- October 8 thru 13 Waterfront House #6-----October 11, 12, 13 Waterfront House #1-----October 12 and 13 Two of these houses have covered boat houses and there is also the large “community” covered boat house that is within eyesight of each house that we can use.

A discussion of the payments for the trip decided that all members will be responsible for their share of the lodging expenses. The total bill for the houses will be divided equally among the members present for Friday and Saturday nights. Members arriving earlier (Mon-Thu) will divide expenses amongst themselves for those days. 

3. The Trophy Committee reported an estimated $410.00 for all banquet trophies/plaques/awards.

4. The Audit Committee will audit the club books in the month of January.

5. Tournament locations will be selected at the February meeting. Members who have earned the honor of selecting locations are asked to be prepared, taking into consideration factors such as time of year, tides, holidays, etc.

New Business: 

1. A motion was made, voted, and passed to amend the bylaws at Article V, Section I, A, to change the requirement from the February meeting to the January meeting. Bylaw shall read “There shall be a set number of tournaments each year. The number shall be set at the January meeting and approved by majority vote.”

2. A motion was made, voted, and passed to amend the bylaws at Article V, Section VII, A, 1, to remove “club approved”. Bylaw shall read “Contestants will bring their fish to the scales in a weigh-in bag containing enough water to cover the fish.”

3. Paul Saliga made a motion to change the requirement of a Member in Good Standing from 3 years to 2 years. This motion died from lack of a second. After a lengthy discussion it was decided that Daryl Johnson will review the sections of the bylaws concerning membership types (Active, Good Standing, and Honorary) and attempt a re-write/fine tuning that addresses many of the member’s concerns. The re-write of these sections will be presented to the members at the February meeting.

4. A motion was made, voted, and passed to allow the Executive Committee to make minor spelling and grammar corrections to the bylaws, as necessary, without requiring individual club votes for these changes.

5. A motion was made, voted, and passed for the club to conduct 12 tournaments for the 2012 season. The current top 12 members are (in order):
